A ball joint press kit is required for installation. These kits are available at many local tool stores, auto part stores, and online.

The Heavy Duty Ball Joints come with a 12-month warranty from time of purchase. These warranties are non-transferable.
Remove the boots from the ball joints prior to installation to ensure they are not damaged. Remember to re-install the boots before
installing the knuckles.

Ensure the ball joint’s grease fittings are accessible after installation. Do not install grease fittings until service is complete.
