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Ensure that all components inkitare accounted for.

Placewheel chocks againstthereartires. Lift the vehicleby the front axle, supportthe vehiclewith jackstands atthe body, and
remove the wheels.

Disconnectthe front shocks and sway bar end links fromthe axleand the track bar from the body. Lower the axle.

Remove the coil springs and ensurethat they arein perfect working condition (no cracks, broken coils, etc.). A spring
compressor may be needed to perform this step.

Remove the stock coil isolators. Ifthe stock coil isolatorsareworn or damaged, replacethem at this time. Install the supplied
spacers followed by the stock coil isolators.

Remove the front jounce bumpers from their cups and remove the hardwareholdingthe cup to the vehicle. Install thesupplied
jounce bumper extenders between the frontjouncecups and the body usingthe supplied hardware. Torque to spec. Ifthe
front jounce bumpers are damaged (worn, cracked, etc.), replacethem at this time. Reinstall the front jouncebumpers.

Reinstall thecoils.

Jackup the axleandreinstall the shocks, sway bar end links, and wheels, ensuring proper torque is reached.

Remove the jack stands fromthe body andlower the vehicleto the ground. Reinstall the track barandtorque hardwareto
spec.

Placethe wheel chocks againstthefronttires. Lift the vehicleby the rear axle, support the vehiclewith jack stands atthe body,
andremove the wheels.

Disconnectthe rear shocks and sway bar at the body and lower the axle.

Droop the rear axleand remove the coil springs, makingsurethatthey arein perfect workingcondition. (no cracks, broken coils,
etc.) A springcompressor may be needed to perform this step.

Remove the stock jouncebumpers andinstallthe supplied extended jounce bumpers usingthe supplied hardware.

Remove the stock coil isolators. Ifthe stock coil isolatorsareworn or damaged, replacethem at this time. Install thesupplied
spacers followed by the stock coil isolators.

Jackup the axleandreinstall the shocks and wheels, making sure proper torque is reached.

Remove the jack stands fromthe body andlower the vehicleto the ground.

Ensure that the tires do not contact the body through the full travel of the suspension.

An alignmentmust be performed after installingthis kit. Failureto do sowill causedangerous drivingcharacteristicsand
premature tire wear.

Headlights may need to be re-adjusted.

Re-torque all hardwareafter 500 miles.
